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Rules for Reprinting in Dissertations and Submission of Dissertation Content from the

Journal of the Japanese Society of Health Education

Editorial Committee of the Japanese Society of Health Education

1. Dissertation
For the purposes of these rules, a dissertation refers to a paper submitted to a university,
graduate school, or other institution of higher education to receive a bachelor's, master's,

doctoral, or other degree.

2. Regarding Reprinting in Dissertations

Authors may reprint a paper published in the Journal of the Japanese Society of Health
Education (hereinafter referred to as "this journal") in their own dissertation. When
reprinting in a dissertation, bibliographic information regarding the publication in this journal
must be included within the dissertation. Furthermore, if a published paper is revised or
edited before being incorporated into the dissertation, a statement of the revisions and editing

must be included within the dissertation in addition to the journal publication information.

3. Regarding Submission of Dissertation Content

Content from a dissertation that has not previously been published in an academic journal or
book may be submitted to this journal. Furthermore, even if the content of a dissertation has
already been published in an institutional repository, etc., submitting it to this journal will not
be considered a duplicate submission if it is unpublished.

In such cases, the name of the educational institution from which the degree was claimed must
be included in the acknowledgments section of the main text, along with an explanation that

makes it clear that the work is part of the doctoral dissertation.

Supplementary Provision

1. These rules will come into effect on May 24, 2023.

2. These rules may be revised, abolished, or put into effect following a discussion by the
Editorial Committee of the Japan Society for Health Education and Research.

3. As the Japan Society for Health Education and Research became an open access journal on

July 1, 2025, Section 2 of these rules, "2. Regarding reprinting in dissertations," applies to

issues prior to that date (Volume 33, Issue 2 and earlier).
